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Ghost Ambassador 
Halifax Town Centre Management’s infamous Ambassadors don’t only protect the streets of our town but they also walk and talk with the ghosts.

Paul Bellenger one of the town’s senior street ambassadors is a main link between the residents, visitors, businesses and workers of Halifax through to the emergency services, certain council departments, town centre CCTV and Shoplink.  But when darkness falls he becomes the main actor and tour-guide of the ‘Gruesome and Ghostly Tour of Halifax’.  As Halloween is fast approaching he’s already planned the walk and is ready for any ghostly questions that he may be asked.

Paul says, “I transform into Alexander the Ghost Town Tour Guide, and talk groups of ghost walkers through the olden days of Halifax and it’s gruesome history of murder, deceit and crime.  It’s an extremely enlightening experience for those who take the walk as they learn more about Halifax and it’s ghostly heritage than if they were just being told a story, and all the proceeds go to the Lord Mayor’s Charity”.

Paul set up the ghost walk whilst working as an Ambassador, where he still works on a daily basis and co-ordinates the team.  The ambassadors were launched in March 2003 and continue to grow strong under their new working title of ‘Halifax Business Crime Reduction Partnership’, but will still be known as the Halifax Ambassadors.

The Ambassadors were a new project in 2003 and no one knew they would take off in such a valued and respected way.  They have continued to grow into a team of people that Halifax has begun to know and trust.  When the project was due to end in mid-2006 Halifax Town Centre Management submitted further funding applications, to build on the success of the project but to also address issues of business crime within the wider Halifax remit, through the formation of the ‘Halifax Business Against Crime’ (HBAC) initiative.

Beth Ward, Halifax Town Centre Manager says:  “Without the funding from Action Halifax the Ambassadors project would have come to an end, and this was something no-one wanted to see happen.  Action Halifax approved a further £250,000 to keep the project ongoing, this resulted in keeping Paul and his team on the streets, and it also meant that the town could keep the ‘Gruesome and Ghostly Tour of Halifax’ running”.
