Funding has been put into Halifax to support the growing need to develop managers of the future.  The Future Leaders Programme based at Action Halifax will provide management and leadership training to people with valuable past experience and skills in management giving them the potential to become future leaders.   

The new co-ordinator Melanie Greenwood of Greetland and mum of two young girls is taking control of the project from a recruitment perspective and aims to help other people like herself become future leaders.  She says, “Having taken time out from a career in management to raise my family I understand what it feels like to lose confidence.  Your face painting skills and dough making skills get better and better, yet your IT and written communications skills can take a bit of a beating.  I wasn’t really looking for work at the time of reading the Future Leaders advert for a recruitment consultant.  However, when I read the advert I realised this was the perfect opportunity for me to gain confidence, knowledge, skills and a qualification in management.”

Once recruited onto the programme participants will embark upon a management course and courses can be tailored to meet individual’s needs.   All participants will be supported on a personal and practical level; such support includes child/dependants care costs, to providing bursaries for individuals to take up the programme.  

It is envisaged that through this programme of support and development, individuals taking part will have the potential to apply for management positions, will have the option of taking up a higher education or even consider setting up their own business.  

Melanie Greenwood continues, “I applied for the job and thought that if I’m not successful I would still like to complete the Future Leaders training programme.  I truly feel this is a fantastic project as there must be many people like me, with previous management experience that are not working for one reason or another. This programme provides a real opportunity for individuals to acquire new skills and management experience of different sectors through a variety of work shadow programmes”.
